In our first year, with the support of partners including EON 
Productions, Amazon MGM Studios and Swatch, we have worked 
with 28 groups of young people from schools, youth groups, 
special education needs and CAMHS to make 28 short films – 
from thrillers and action dramas to documentaries on mental 
health and women’s rights.

Their stories include a documentary on the gentrification 
of “Our Peckham”, a ‘Day in the Life’ montage filmed by 
young people with spinal injuries, fighting back against 
bullying, ‘Ninja-style’, by a group of students with special 
educational needs, and a moving story about accepting 
each other for our differences, called ‘Dinosaur’.

Partnership at the North East Culture Awards 2024.

The films were shared on the big screen, including  
at the Into Film Festival attended by 365,000 children 
and young people, and streamed into classrooms  
UK-wide on Into Film+
